COMPENSATION FOR DISASTER AT WORK

Ex-Gratia Scheme is the scheme replacing the Workers Social Security
Organisation Act 1969 (SOCSO).

All staff (permanent, contract and temporary) are covered under this scheme.

The scheme provides compensation to staff afflicted by misfortune at work such
as accident or injury while on official duty which leads to permanent disability or
death but excluding temporary disability.

Under the scheme, staff are not required to make contribution but can receive
compensation as scheduled in Treasury Circular No. 7 Year 2001 regarding
Amendment to Payment Under the Work Disaster Ex-Gratia Scheme for
Members of the Public Service.
